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RULES OF CONDUCT FOR VISITORS AT BRICS SPORTS GAMES VENUES

While participating in BRICS Sports Games, visitors shall:

1. Comply with public order and the requirements set forth in these Rules while at BRICS Sports Games venue;

2. Undergo a personal inspection and provide personal belongings for inspection when passing or driving through BRICS Sports Games
venue and (or) into the adjacent territory;

3. Comply with legal requirements of the representatives of the organizer of an official sports competition, owner (user) of BRICS Sports
Games venue, ticket collectors and other persons that ensure maintenance of public order and public security at the official sports
competitions venues;

4. Hand over bulky items with dimensions of more than 40x40x45 cm to the storage room, except in cases where the carrying of bulky
items to BRICS Sports Games venue is agreed upon with the organizer of an official sports competition;

5. Avoid actions that could lead to extreme situations and create danger for surrounding situations;

6. Immediately inform ticket collectors and other persons that ensure maintenance of public order and public security at the official sports
competitions venues, about detection of suspicious objects, violation of public order, appearance of smoke or fire, necessity to provide
medical assistance to persons present at BRICS Sports Games;

7. Refrain from doing property damage to other spectators, organizers and participants of official sports competitions, owners (users) of
BRICS Sports Games and persons that ensure maintenance of public order and public security at venues of official sports competitions, treat
the property of BRICS Sports Games venue carefully, and maintain cleanliness;

8. Show respect to other spectators, organizers and participants of official sports competitions, owners (users) of BRICS Sports Games and
persons that ensure maintenance of public order and public security at BRICS Sports Games venue;

9. Comply with legal requirements of the security officers and organizers responsible for restricting access of visitors (spectators) to sports
fields:;

10. Refrain from leaving minor children unattended,

11. Park vehicles in specially designated areas;

12. When informed about the evacuation from BRICS Sports Games venue, act in accordance with the instructions (orders) of persons that
ensure maintenance of public order and public security at the official sports competitions venues, in accordance with fire safety
requirements and the approved evacuation plan, keeping calm and refraining from panicking;

13. Refrain from attending the event if you have signs of ARVI (acute respiratory viral infections) (cough, body temperature above 37 degrees
Celsius).

While at BRICS Sports Games venue, visitors are not allowed to:

1. Perform actions that threaten personal security, life, health, as well as security, life and health of other persons at BRICS Sports Games
venue or in the adjacent territory;

2. Bring prohibited items and substances, firearms and cold arms, stabbing, cutting, as well as other items that can be used to cause bodily
harm, pyrotechnic products, flammable, poisonous and irritating to the mucous membranes of the human body substances, alcoholic
beverages, beer, drinks and products in glass and metal containers, in plastic containers over 0.5 liter; large packages, bags, suitcases and
other items that interfere with other participants, as well as with the hosting of a public event;

3. Throw objects in the direction of spectators, participants of the official sports competitions or other persons present at BRICS Sports
Games venue or in the adjacent territory;

4. Drink alcoholic beverages or show up in the state of alcohol or drugs intoxication in public places;

5. Insult other persons (including with the use of banners, posters, placards and other means of visual propaganda) and perform other
actions that discredit the honor, dignity or business reputation or aimed at stirring up hatred or hostility, as well as humiliating the dignity of
a person or a group of persons by gender, race, nationality, language, origin, attitude to religion;

6. Interfere with the movement of event participants and vehicles, climb fences, parapets, lighting devices, platforms for television filming,
trees, roofs, supporting structures and other structures not intended to accommodate people;

7. Damage equipment and design elements of structures;

8. Make inscriptions and drawings on the structures, buildings, facilities located at BRICS Sports Games, and locate foreign objects near
them without a relevant permit of the organizer of an official sports competition or the owners (users) of BRICS Sports Games;

9. Hide faces, including with the use of masks, except for the cases specially provided for by the organizer of an official sports competition, as
well as masking means and other objects to be used especially for the difficulty of identification;

10. Violate public morals and standards of behavior by exposure of intimate body parts while at BRICS Sports Games;

11. Penetrate the venue of BRICS Sports Games or the adjacent territory, as well as to the zones not specified in the entrance ticket or the
document that replaces it (technical premises, zones for VIP guests, seats for mass media), access to which is limited by the organizer of an
official sports competition and (or) the owner (user) of BRICS Sports Games venue;

12. Stay In stairways during an official sports competition, disturb movement in the zones of the official sports competition venues intended
for evacuation, including aisles, exits and entrances (main and emergency ones);

13. Come to BRICS Sports Games venue with animals and birds, except for guide dogs in muzzles;

14. Hold public events not mentioned in the official sports competition regulations;

15. Engage in illegal trade (including selling of entrance tickets or documents that replace them), distribute the products of political, religious
and racist nature (including posters, flyers, booklets) in any way;

16. Visit the BRICS Sports Games venue if a court ruling on an administrative ban on attending official sports competitions has entered into
legal force in relation to the visitor. If the specified individual is identified (including through video surveillance systems), the organizer of an
official sports competition and (or) the ticket collectors have the right to refuse the specified individual entry or remove them from the
BRICS Sports Games venue by canceling the entrance ticket or a document replacing it, without compensation of its cost. The organizer of
an official sports competition and (or) ticket collectors shall explain to the specified individual the reason for refusal to enter or removal from
the BRICS Sports Games venue, hand over the specified individual to representatives of the territorial body of the federal executive body in
the field of internal affairs responsible for ensuring public order and public safety during the official sports competition.

17. Use unmanned aerial vehicles, with the exception of unmanned aerial vehicles used in the manner prescribed by law by state authorities
and their subordinate organizations, local self-government bodies, other organizations and individuals under an agreement with state
authorities and their subordinate organizations, local self~-government bodies as a part of their responsibilities.
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
